Course Description: This workshop-style course provides additional support for students
concurrently enrolled in ENGL 122.

This
class will support learning and understanding in ENGL 122. As such, students will;

= Develop the skills of critical thinking through further analysis, evaluation and synthesis of
information.

= Assert and effectively support clear and arguable theses.

= Examine ethical issues and opposing viewpoints, analyze their complexity, and conduct an
informed investigation of supporting material.

= Engage in ethical scholarship through discussions and exercises on plagiarism and academic
discourse.

= Understand the need for ethical conduct in traditional and electronic forums.
= Use proper documentation format.

= Produce revised papers that demonstrate the writer’s growth and skill.
